• Advent and Christmas Journey Stones 

• Windows into Advent: Decorate a window in your home and share a photograph of it to help create a 
calendar of sorts.  The windows will help us tell the story of the Advent Season, full of anticipation and 
expectation reflecting the messages of Hope, Love, Joy and Peace.  The decorated window should reflect 
one of these themes.  The idea comes from Aire-la-Ville, a small village in Switzerland.  

• Advent Care Packages:  Prepared and dropped to families with kids before Thanksgiving.  They can include 
items such as Advent candles, materials for wreath making, Advent calendars, a cut and color creche, 
Praying in Color, St. Nicholas of Myra party plan, Advent-Epiphany journey stones jar, etc.
